Job Responsibilities

opportunities to lead small groups. Interns will also be involved with our FLO soccer 
camp for kids aged 7-14.  

• Interns will help set up, plan, and run Sunday kid’s services throughout the summer, 
leading games, crafts, teaching, and working with volunteers to run safe Sundays at 
NSA Kids. 

• Other responsibilities may include front o[ice coverage, planning and running 
events for preteens, youth, and/or young adults, environmental activities, and 
supporting other ministries including ELL and senior’s ministries.  

• There is also an opportunity to run additional events (e.g. Family games days, youth 
events, service projects) based on the intern’s passions and where they feel God 
leading them during the summer.
